Need for Caution in Mindanao 
 

The Embassy is monitoring recent bombings in Mindanao against 

electrical power lines, as well as the defusing of improvised 

explosive devices on July 4 and 5. These acts may indicate a 

planned escalation of attacks, which could include shopping 

malls, commercial centers and other public gathering places.  

U.S. citizens should exercise extreme caution in Mindanao, 

particularly over the next several weeks.   

 

U.S. citizens living and working in Mindanao are urged to 

reassess their personal security, keep a low profile, and avoid 

public gathering places. Americans living or traveling in the 

Philippines are encouraged to register with the U.S. Embassy 

through the State Department’s travel registration website, 

http://travelregistration.state.gov so that they can obtain 

updated information on travel and security within the 

Philippines.
